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Uevelopment of lechnical
Looperation Areas:

At its inception, technical cooperation focused on the
Maghreb countries and then steadily expanded in
the mid-70s until the 80s, to cover the sub-Saharan
African countries of and then the Arab Gulf
countries, which are so far considered the main
destination of Tunisian technical cooperation with a
rate of about 57% of this activity, to reach now
other countries such as Canada, Germany and
France, which have become quite recently at the
top of the list of recruiters.

However, this development and geographical
expansion of the Tunisian technical cooperation
activity has not been immune to changes in the
regional and international environment, through
the emergence of new markets and specializations
against the waning of others, in addition to the
appearance of new frends organizing the
cooperation process in order to achieve the many
development obijectives, particularly in southern
countries.

Notwithstanding the aforesaid, this activity has
continued to evolve and adapt to all these
variables, to achieve substantial results in terms of
recruiting Tunisian competencies in various
countries throughout the world and in a host of
specializations, as well as on the level of
South-South cooperation, through the implementation
of technical assistance and capacity building projects
for developing countries, particularly in Africa, and
through joining several regional and international
inifiatives to enhance South-South cooperation in
support of development obijectives.

The 1970s, which coincided with the
establishment of the Tunisian Agency for
Technical Cooperation, were marked by the
laying of the first foundations of South-South
cooperation and ftriangular cooperation, to
which Tunisia has attached great importance as
early as independence.

In line with its policy to support South-South
cooperation, Tunisia has contributed through
ATCT to implementing technical assistance
programs and projects and convening several
important events in this field, offering an
opportunity to showcase the expertise,
capabilities of our country as well as its
experience in technical cooperation.

Crrnrmarctian & Forum on "Technical Cooperation

ATCT convened from 26 to 31 May 1975 a
forum on "Technical Cooperation among
Developing  Countries"  with  the
participation of several Arab and African

and Niger (7 teachers), then with the Agency for
Cultural and Technical Cooperation under the
Francophone Organization, which financed the
dispatching of Tunisian experts in tourism, handicrafts,
cinema etc. to Comoros, Mali, Kuwait, Céte d'lvoire and

Togo.
